O fficial Rules and Regulations

1.The Team shall consist of 10 Runners, one runner allocated to each
of the 10 sections. 2. Each team member must complete the section
allocated to him / her on the team registration form. 3. There will be no
substitute or reserve runners. In the event of a runner being unable to
complete his or her section,  the team will be disqualified from the race.
However, one of the 10 registered Team members may complete the
section to allow the Team to continue and complete the course.

4. Race numbers must be worn on the front of the vest. 5. The neck
cord used for the relay must be handed from one runner to the next with
both runners touching the cord simultaneously. 6. The runner must
receive no assistance in movement along the course. Pacing or running
alongside the runner is not allowed. The only exeption is when handing
a drink to a runner for a maximum of 10 m. No drinks to be handed to
a runner within 500m of the changepoint. Drinks available at the
Changepoint. 7. If for any reason a runner has to leave the course, he
/ she  must resume at the same point that he / she left the course. 8.
Each team will have one support vehicle of a type and size approved
by the race organisers. No other support vehicles will be allowed on the
course. Teams not complying will be disqualified and removed from the
course. 

9. One seat in each team support vehicle will be allocated to a race offi-
cial. 10. Team support vehicles must display the Official Race I.D. Sign
allocated. 11. Team managers must ensure that sufficient water is car-
ried in the vehicle for their team runners to drink on each of the 10 sec-
tions. Drinks must not be handed from a vehicle. Stop, get out of the
vehicle and hand the drink to the runner. 12. Team vehicles must not
drive alongside runners. Where possible keep the runner in sight, drive
ahead 500 – 800m wait for the runner to pass then drive ahead again.
13. Drivers of Team and Official vehicles must drive with extreme care
at all times. Drive slowly when passing runners &  other vehicles. 14.
Do not leave paper cups or other litter along the race course. Carry a
waste bag in the vehicle to collect your rubbish.  15. Alcohol must not
be carried in race  vehicles  or consumed by team or race officials for
the duration of the event.  Any team or race official found drinking or
under the influence of alcohol will be banned from the event and the
team concerned  disqualified and removed from the course. 16. The
Team Registration form with names of runners allocated to each sec-
tion must reach the race office by 4pm on Wednesday 20th July 2005.
Any late changes to team personnel must be registered with race check
in officials by 5:40am on the morning of the race.       

Check Points

Relay races don’t come much more challenging than the
Telecom Vanuatu Round Island Relay, one of the world’
truly unique running experiences. 

The Round Island Relay was first staged as one of the
sports events organised to celebrate Va n u a t u ’
Independence in July 1980. Three teams of 10 runners
raced around the island, a feat that many locals at the
time thought impossible,  symbolically linking the villages
en route.

The 10 sections of the race are not equal distances but
based on landmarks and terrain,  shorter hilly sections
(the shortest is a hilly 11.6 km)  and longer flat sections
of up to 16 km.  Road conditions vary from tar sealed to
rugged coral & dirt roads, passing through traditional vil
lages,  taking in mountain rain forest,  crossing crystal
clear streams and  through coconut plantations. The lat
ter stages of the race take runners along the edge of
coral reefs and white sand beaches offering some of  the
most breathtaking views you’ll ever see.    
Local teams often train for specific stages of the race
with team members becoming specialists over  the  early
morning hilly sections of the race on the western side of
the island,  whilst others train specifically for the hot flat
longer sections later in the day on the eastern side of the
island.

Villages and communities along the route join in the
event, acting as staging points and  entertaining and
cheering on the teams.  Throughout the day,  anticipation
builds as news of the teams at the various checkpoints
is relayed back to the leader board at the Post Office
Finish in the centre of Port Vila where hundreds of locals
gather to welcome the teams home.

Whether your team is racing for a top place finish or sim
ply aiming to get around the island you are  sure of a
great time and the opportunity to experience the friendli
ness, tradition and culture of Vanuatu.
